The Holy Virgin Mary in The Church’s Faith

• The Church believes that the Holy Spirit has sanctified the depository of The Virgin
during the pregnancy with Christ. That was according to what the angel said to her "The
Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Highest will overshadow you;
therefore, also, that Holy One who is to be born will be called the Son of
God"(Luke1:35). The sanctifying by the Holy Spirit of her depository, makes the One
born of her, be conceived without the impurity of the original sin. As for The Virgin
herself, her mother conceived, like all people, and so The Virgin said in her hymn: "my
spirit has rejoiced in God my Savior" (Luke 1:47). That is why the Church does not agree
that The Virgin was conceived without the impurity of the original sin, as our brothers
the Catholics beleive.

Conception and Birth of Mary

• It is noteworthy to mention that the conception of Mary took place according to the
natural law for she was of a man (Joachim) and a woman (Hanna).Mary is the daughter
of two barren persons just like Isaac, Samuel and John, the Baptist. She inherited, just
like them, and like other people, the original sin of Adam and Eve, which is the sin of all
humanity starting with Adam who represented his race when he committed sin so his
descendents were charged with sin, which could nt be obliterated from falling humanity
except by the incarnation of the second hypothesis of the Holy Trinity. That’s why the
Apostle Paul says:“Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by
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sin; and so death passed on all men, for that all have sinned” (Rom.5: 12), and David
said:“Behold, I was shapen in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me” (Ps.
51:5.). Of all those who put on flesh, it was only Jesus Christ who was excepted from the
legacy of this sin. “Who took everything we have except sin” and who became the
propitiator for the sins of the whole world.“Being justified freely by his grace through the
redemption that is in Christ Jesus: whom God has set forth to be a propitiation through
faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past,
through the forbearance of God”. (R.3: 23,24). “Wherefore, as by one man sin entered
into the world”, so by one man it was obliterated (Rom.5: 12:15). Just like all other
people, the Virgin Mary, who was, most probably, born in Nazareth, was not without sin.

• Ethiopian Orthodox theology sees the blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of God, on the one
hand as honored by God above all other creatures in being chosen as the mother og God,
the word incarnate, but on the other hand as a human being, born under the shadow of
original sin, whose death and assumption into heaven represent the epitome of God’s
work of salvation for all of humanity in its most exalted member. (page. viii).

• The Virgin Mary occupies a uniqueplace in the Ethiopian Orthodox Church. Her
Intercession is continually sought, as evidenced by the common prayer of supplication:
“Our Lady Mary, Mother of God, offer up our prayer that our sins may be forgiven.” She
pleads for the human race. She is not “Immaculate” in the sense that she was born
without sin, but in the sense that was specially prepared by the Holy Ghost.(page 147-
148).

• Like all daughters and sons of Adam, the Holy Virgin mary died as a result of Adam’s
sin. “Mary, sprung from Adam, died on consequence of original sin; Adam died in
consequence of sin, and the flesh of the Lord, sprung from Mary, died to destroy
sin.(page 302).

• For the Ethiopian orthodox Tewahedo Church the Virgin Mary is the example par
excellence of obidience and faithfulness to God. She is two-fold virgin, i.e.,virgin both in
body and soul, who though not “immaculate” or free from Original sin. yet was all-holy,
pure, and chose to actively participate in the saving work of God, His incarnation.(page
306)
